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NV ENERGY COUNTERPARTY CODE OF CONDUCT 

10. Laws Concerning Bribery of Foreign Officials. Counterparty is prohibited from giving or 
offering to give money or anything of value to a foreign government official, a foreign 
political party, party official , candidate for political office or an official of certain international 
organizations, such as the United Nations, for the purpose of influencing any act or decision 
of that official , obtaining , retaining or directing business to any person, or securing any 
improper advantage. Payments made indirectly through an intermediary, under 
circumstances indicating that such payments might be passed along for prohibited 
purposes, also are illegal. 

11 . Data Governance of Company Asset. To the extent that Counterparty may have access to 
any physical, financial or intangible asset of NV Energy, this asset may only be used for the 
sole purpose of performing work consistent with the agreement between Counterparty and 
NV Energy. Counterparty will preserve and protect NV Energy property, including any 
financial information and intellectual property. Any use or transfer of technology, know-how 
or information must be done in a manner that protects the rights and secures the data of NV 
Energy. 

12. Confidential Information and Intellectual Property. Counterparty will keep nonpublic, 
proprietary and confidential information obtained while working with NV Energy confidential. 
Counterparty will not acquire nonpublic, proprietary or confidential information about NV 
Energy or any company it does business with through improper means. 

13. Protecting Company Assets. Counterparty must use and maintain Company assets with 
care and respect, while guarding against waste and abuse. Counterparty must abide by all 
regulations and contracted agreements governing the use of Company assets. 
Counterparty is prohibited from using Company-owned property, equipment, resources or 
services for personal gain . 

14. Securities Laws. Counterparty must be in compliance with all securities laws applicable to 
NV Energy. The securities of NV Energy are publicly traded , making any recipient of 
material nonpublic information of NV Energy subject to administrative Rule 10(b)5 
promulgated by the Securities and Exchange Commission, which prohibits any act or 
omission resulting in fraud or deceit in connection with the purchase or sale of any publicly­
traded security, including trading in NV Energy common. stock by a recipient who is in 
possession of such material nonpublic information (insider trading). 

15. Environment. Counterparty will adhere to the following environmental guidelines : 

(a) conduct business operations in a manner that minimizes an adverse effect on the 
environment and natural resources; 

(b) dispose of all waste materials and production by-products properly and in an 
environmentally responsible manner; and 

(c) be in compliance and remain in compliance with all applicable environmental laws 
and regulations. 
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16. Cooperation. Counterparty will cooperate fully with and be candid with NV Energy internal 
and external auditors and any other entity designated by it to gather investigative 
information. 

17. Notice of Litigation . If Counterparty becomes aware of any litigation , threat of litigation , 
other legal action, or an investigation by any administrative , civil or crimina l authority, 
through the receipt of notification or other information identifying the possibility of legal 
action or upon service of a summons or complaint or upon service of a subpoena, 
Counterparty must notify NV Energy's Legal Department at:

18. Accuracy of Business Records. Counterparty shall honestly and accurately report all 
business information and comply with all applicable laws regarding reporting requirements . 

Reporting Improper Conduct 

Counterparty must promptly report any suspected unethical or criminal conduct to NV Energy by 
contacting the NV Energy Integrity Line by calling toll free 888.256.5819 or going to 
www.ethicspoint.com - 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. Counterparty may also use the Integrity 
Line to seek guidance to resolve an ethical concern. All questions and reports to the Integrity Line 
are processed by an independent organization that provides an anonymous reporting service. 

You may report what you suspect to be an unethical or illegal activity without concern of retaliation 
from NV Energy. The Company will not tolerate any reprisal or retaliation against a person who, in 
good faith , reports a known or suspected violation of the law or of Company policy. 

This Code of Conduct is not intended to create additional third-party rights, including rights of 
employees. Should a conflict arise between this document and any written agreement in effect 

between Counterparty and NV Energy, the written agreement will govern each party's obligations.
