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WHAT IS SOLARGENERATIONS 

SolarGenerations is a photovoltaic incentive program available to Nevada customers of NV Energy.  

SolarGenerations offers one-time cash incentives for solar photovoltaic systems installed by residential, small 

business, school, and public building customers.   

¶ The program was created by the Nevada State Legislature and is regulated by the Public Utilities 

Commission of Nevada. 

¶ The program is defined in Nevada Revised Statutes and Nevada Administrative Code Chapter 701B. 

¶ The program is funded by NV Energy’s Nevada ratepayers and is administered by NV Energy. 

¶ The program is subject to changes made by the Nevada State Legislature, the Public Utilities Commission 

of Nevada, and NV Energy. 

¶ Incentive reservations are only made for complete applications. 

¶ Customers who receive an incentive payment for a system must assign ownership of the portfolio energy 

credits generated by the system to NV Energy.

WHATΩS NEW 

¶ The first release of capacity in program year 2011 will be for 25% of Step 4. 

¶ A second release of capacity will occur at a later date in the program year to be announced. 

¶ Applications will be submitted online through the PowerClerk software during the open application 

period. 

¶ Participants for the first release of capacity will be selected by lottery if a category is oversubscribed. 

¶ Applicants may only submit one application per meter per application period. 

¶ Per Assembly Bill 359, a net metered system may not be larger than greater of the customer’s rate class 

demand or produce more than 100% of the customer’s annual energy consumption. 

¶ Per Assembly Bill 359, if a net metered system is larger than 25 kW, NV may require the customer to 

install at the customer’s cost any NV Energy system upgrades to make the renewable energy system 

compatible with the grid.  

¶ All applicants must submit with their application a copy of their electric bill from the meter to which the 

proposed system will be connected. 

¶ Each service territory has its own amount of capacity. 

¶ Applicants may not change categories or capacities on an application after submittal. NV Energy may 

change the category of an application at its discretion. 

¶ NV Energy will pay incentives as available per NRS 701B.260.

the category. 

¶ Residential/Small Business 

¶ School 

¶ Public and Other Property  (Please see Terms and Definitions for Public and Other Property)

BEFORE YOU APPLY 

There are many factors to consider when deciding if solar energy is right for you. Photovoltaic systems are 

relatively expensive compared to other methods available to reduce your energy costs and carbon footprint and it 

isn’t cost effective to install a renewable energy system on a building that isn’t energy efficient.  Many no-and low-

cost measures that can help reduce your energy use have a return on investment of fewer than three to five years. 

NV Energy’s website has information on many of these efficiency measures. In addition, you may want to consider 

an energy audit for a detailed investigation of what you can do to save energy and money in your home. If you 

have already taken steps to make your home or building more energy efficient and are ready to install solar power, 

here’s how to get started:   

¶ Visit the Resources and Links section of the RenewableGenerations website for solar calculators and 

information on solar energy  

¶ Call or visit several contractors to talk about your electric needs and what it would take to produce your 

own energy. 

¶ The decision to install a renewable energy system can be a large financial and logistical commitment.  

SolarGenerations recommends that you get written quotes from several contractors just as you would 

when making any major home repairs or improvements.  

¶ A renewable energy contractor can answer several important questions such as how much a system will 

cost, where it will be located, what permits are necessary, and what it will look like on your property.  

¶ Consult a tax advisor for information on federal tax credits. 

This Handbook contains the rules of the program and the procedures required to receive an incentive. In addition 

to reading this handbook, we also recommend viewing the on-line tutorials for the SolarGenerations program.  

If you decide you are ready to install a solar energy system, choose a licensed Nevada contactor that you are 

comfortable working with and who has experience working with grid-connected solar energy systems. The 

RenewableGenerations website includes contact information for the Nevada State Contractors Board and 

recommendations from the Board for selecting a contractor. A list of contractors and consultants is available on 

the RenewableGenerations website and may be a good place to start your search.  

IMPORTANT: Program rules require the installation must be completed by a Nevada licensed electrical contractor 

with a C-2 or C-2(g) classification and that upon completion the installation must pass inspection by a local

WHAT YOU NEED TO APPLY 

The documents you need to apply depend on the category you are applying for, who will be handling the 

application for the project, and who will own the system. All forms that need to be filled out and signed are on the 

NV Energy website. Here is what you will need, organized by customer category:  

Residential/Small Business 

1. One of the following:  

A signed contract to purchase and install a solar energy system with a Nevada licensed C-2 or C-2(g) electrical 

contractor; or 

A signed contract to purchase and install a solar energy system with a Nevada licensed contractor with clear 

indication that a fully licensed C-2 or C-2(g) electrical contractor will complete the connection to the service panel.   

  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

2. Contractor Attestation Form indicating the contractor in the contract attests that the proposed system will 

meet siting requirements (see Program Rules for siting requirements). 

3. Designated Applicant Form if the Customer of Record chooses to designate someone to apply on their behalf. 

4. Third Party Ownership Form if the system owner is not the Customer of Record. This must be signed by both 

the Customer of Record and the third party owner. 
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5. Copy of State or Local Business License for Small Business applicants. 

6. Copy of recent electric bill. 

School, Public and Other Property 

1. One of the following: 

A copy of a Request for Proposal (to be released or already released); or  

Other solicitation for the installation of the project; or  

A document showing the project has advanced beyond the solicitation stage. 

2. Designated Applicant Form if the Customer of Record chooses to designate someone to apply on their behalf. 

3. Third Party Ownership Form if the system owner is not the Customer of Record. This must be signed by both 

the Customer of Record and the third party owner. 

4. Non Profit Status ς Evidence of 501 (c)(3) status. Only 501 (c)(3) entities are eligible as a non-profit entity (See 

Non Profit requirements in Definitions and Terms for Public and Other Property.) 

5. Copy of recent electric bill.

 HOW TO APPLY 

Applying is easy if you have all the necessary documents ready.  

Go to NVEnergy.com/renewablegenerations and look for the SolarGenerations Electric and Apply for Rebates link. 

Follow the onscreen instructions for entering the application in the PowerClerk software. 

When prompted, upload the required documents. Only complete applications with all required documents will be 

eligible for reservations. 

Applicants with incomplete applications will have 20 days after being notified of the deficiency to submit any 

missing information.  Applications that are not corrected within 20 days will be cancelled.

PROGRAM RULES 

New 

¶ An applicant may only submit one application per meter per application period. 

¶ Applicants may not change categories on an application after submittal. NV Energy may change the 

category of an application at its discretion. 
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¶ The installed system must not be greater in size than permitted in NRS 704.771 as changed by Assembly 

Bill 359. 

¶ The incentive level and maximum incentive amount listed on the Reservation Notice expire 12 months 

after the issue date. 

¶ NV Energy accepts applications online from applicants and will determine participant selection using a 

lottery selection if a category is oversubscribed. 

¶ No customer shall be awarded more than one reservation until all other applicants are awarded a 

reservation.  Additional reservations may be awarded to a customer if additional capacity is available. 

¶ All necessary service improvement costs, including transformers and service lines, are the responsibility of 

the customer.  Customers may be responsible for any necessary grid or system upgrade costs for systems 

larger than 25 kW. 

¶ NV Energy will pay incentives as available per NRS 701B.260. 

 

Existing 

¶ A fully licensed Nevada C-2 or C-2(g) electrical contractor must make the connection of the system to the 

NV Energy grid. 

¶ The installation must meet all utility standards including those specific for net metering. All standards are 

available on the NV Energy website. 

¶ The use of a battery backup system on a grid connected system requires advanced review and approval by 

NV Energy in order to ensure that all energy produced by the system is recorded on the generation meter.  

¶ To be eligible for an incentive, an applicant must show that the system was inspected by a local 

jurisdiction or a Nevada registered engineer noting compliance with all applicable state, county, and 

federal codes and ordinances.  

¶ Pursuant to NRS 701B.290, the system owner must transfer all portfolio energy credits generated by the 
solar energy system to NV Energy to receive an incentive. 

¶ The Customer of Record must qualify for the category to which they are applying pursuant to NRS 701B 

definitions (See Definitions and Terms). 

¶ An applicant must receive a Reservation Notice before beginning construction of the system. 

¶ The installation must adhere to the following siting requirements which the contractor will attest to at the 

time of application (Verification may be required) : 

o The solar panels must not face more than 90 degrees from true south.  

o The array may not have more than 25 percent shading. 

¶ The installation must be on the premises of an NV Energy customer in Nevada.  In the case of new 

construction (for example, building a new home), the customer at that location must become a grid 

connected customer before receiving an incentive. 

¶ The solar modules and inverters in the system must be included on the California Energy commission 

(CEC) list of eligible photovoltaic equipment. 

¶ The proposed system must not have been previously used.   

¶ The system owner may be the NV Energy Customer of Record, a Designated Applicant by the Customer of 

Record, or a designated third party. 

¶ The Customer of Record, Designated Applicant, or system owner may apply. 

¶ The Customer of Record may change the Designated Applicant, System Owner, contractor, or rebate 

assignee at any given time with prior written notice to NV Energy. 

¶ If the Customer of Record is not the System Owner, then the System Owner must be a party to any 

agreement or contract with NV Energy.

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¶ The solar system must have the following warranties: 

o Solar panels – 20 years  
o Inverters – 7 years  
o Labor (Labor and Workmanship as defined by the Nevada State Contractors Board) – 2 years  

¶ NV Energy reserves the right to inspect an installation at any time and for any reason. 

¶ To ensure public safety and the distribution system’s reliability, NV Energy may have to disconnect the 

customer-owned generation from the distribution system in order to work on NV Energy-owned 

equipment at any time and without notice. Therefore, NV Energy will require unimpeded and unescorted 

24 hour access to the AC disconnect switch as a matter of public safety. 

¶ Meter Readers may have to connect an optical probe to the revenue meter every month and will 

therefore require unimpeded, unescorted access to the revenue meter and the generation meter during 

regular hours of operation, which are 6 a.m. to 6 p.m., Monday through Saturday. 

¶ For program participants, NV Energy is required to install a generation meter in an approved meter 

socket. A generation meter is required for each renewable energy system (one generation meter for the 

solar system and another generation meter for a wind turbine if they feed into the same revenue meter). 

The meter(s) will be furnished and installed by NV Energy after project completion, execution of the Net 

Metering Agreement, and a satisfactory verification by NV Energy.  The customer and/or his contractor is 

responsible for purchasing and installing a meter socket in compliance with NV Energy standards. All 

standards are available on the NV Energy website. 

¶ Before a customer may receive an incentive, NV Energy will conduct a final safety verification to ensure 

that system meets all applicable NV Energy standards. All standards are available on the NV Energy 

website. 

¶ Projects that require any upgrades to NV Energy’s system in order to make the solar installation 

compatible with NV Energy’s system must be coordinated in accordance with utility procedures and 

standards. 

¶ Systems may not be energized until the system passes final verification by NV Energy. However, a system 

test may be conducted using a UL listed jumper or customer-provided UL rated meter. The participant will 

not receive kWh credit for energy put back into the grid until the NV Energy revenue meter is set. 

¶ NV Energy reserves the right to modify or withdraw this program and its incentives at any time.

THE STEP PROCESS 

Reservations for incentives are made from Steps created by the Public Utilities Commission of Nevada. 

Each Step has a kilowatt capacity and an incentive value. 

Please visit the RenewableGenerations website for information on the latest Step and incentive values.

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HOW MUCH IS THE INCENTIVE 

How much you receive for your incentive payment depends on several things: 

a) The incentive rate per Watt of the Step from which your reservation is made. 

b) The AC wattage of the system. 

(i.) The number of panels in the system. 

(ii.) The California Energy Commission (CEC) rating of the modules in the system. 

(iii.) The CEC efficiency rating of the inverter(s) in the system. 

c) The incentive amount listed on the Reservation Notice. 

A Reservation Notice issued to participants will indicate the maximum total incentive payment for a project 

calculated with the incentive rate of the Step from which the reservation is made and the project information 

contained in the application.  

When the project is completed, the incentive payment is calculated based on the project information contained in 

the Incentive Claim Package.  The final incentive payment will be adjusted lower if the project information shows 

the AC wattage of the system is less than in the original application. The final incentive will not be greater than the 

amount listed in the original Reservation Notice.  

The incentive payment is calculated with the following formula: 

 Incentive Payment = incentive rate per watt x AC wattage 

The AC wattage of the project is calculated by the following formula: 

AC wattage = CEC rating of the panel(s) x the number of panels x CEC efficiency rating of the inverter 

All participants are limited to the following maximum wattage per meter, per Step.  

¶ RESIDENTIAL - 10 kW 

¶ SMALL BUSINESS - 50 kW 

¶ PUBLIC AND OTHER PROPERTY - 100 kW 

¶ SCHOOL - 50 kW* 

* Nevada Revised Statutes allows the Public Utilities Commission of Nevada (PUCN) to make exceptions to the 

maximum incentive of 50 kilowatts for school projects if it deems a larger project is more “practical” for a school 

property. Exceptions must be addressed by petition directly to the PUCN. 

Participants may install a system larger than the maximum wattage allowed, but the incentive payment is capped 

at the maximum wattage or amount listed in the Reservation Notice, whichever is less. There is no minimum size 

of installation. 1,000 kW is the maximum wattage eligible for net metering. 

The incentive amount paid for any project will not be greater than the installed cost of the system as verified by 
itemized invoices for total system costs.  
 
Any capacity from a reservation that is not included in the incentive payment is forfeited and returned to the 
program. 
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The incentive rate and payment listed in a Reservation Notice are valid until the expiration date listed on the same 
Reservation Notice. 
  
A customer who does not submit a complete incentive claim form by the expiration date listed on the Reservation 
Notice may still be eligible for an incentive payment. The incentive for the project will be calculated using the 
incentive rate in effect at the time a complete claim package is received by NV Energy.

HOW DO YOU KNOW IF YOU HAVE A RESERVATION 

Residential/Small Business 

Applicants who submit complete applications and are selected as participants in the program will be sent a 

Reservation Notice.  The notice will indicate the incentive payment, the approved kilowatt capacity of the project, 

and the expiration date of the reservation.  

Applicants may begin constructing their system after receiving a Reservation Notice. 

School, Public and other Property 

Applicants who submit a complete application with all required documents and are selected as participants will be 

sent a Reservation Notice.  The notice will indicate the incentive payment, the approved kilowatt capacity of the 

project, and the expiration date. 

Applicants may begin constructing their systems after receiving a Reservation Notice.

AFTER YOU RECEIVE A RESERVATION 

To receive the incentive level listed on the Reservation Notice, all applicants must complete their installation and 

submit a complete incentive claim package by the 12 month expiration date listed on the Reservation Notice. 

An applicant may withdraw from the program for any reason by submitting a Project Intent form available on the 

NV Energy website. The applicant may reactivate the application within 30 days of RenewableGenerations’ receipt 

of the withdrawal. The solar system must be completed by the expiration date listed in the original Reservation 

Notice. 

Residential/Small Business 

Residential and Small Business Applicants have no further requirements until the project is completed. 

School, Public and other Property 

Within 90 days of the date of the notice of reservation, a School, Public and Other Property applicant must submit 

a 90 Day Proof of Progress Checklist Form, similar to a Progress Report, with a project work schedule. 
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Within 180 days of the date of the Reservation Notice, the applicant must submit a copy of the executed 

agreement to purchase and install the solar energy system. If the system owner is not the Customer of Record, a 

copy of the executed agreement between the Customer of Record and system owner must be submitted. 

NV Energy will send a confirmation of the original Reservation Notice once the applicant has submitted a copy of 

the executed agreement. 

Applicants who do not comply with the 90 or 180 day submission requirements will forfeit their reservations. 

If the utility notifies an applicant that the submitted data for the application still is not complete at 180 days, 

applicants will be given 20 days to submit any missing information.  If the applicant corrects the errors within 20 

days of their receipt of notification, they will be sent a notice of confirmation of the original Reservation Notice.  

Applications will be cancelled if their errors are not fixed within 20 days.  Applicants with cancelled applications 

may submit a new application that will be reviewed as a new application at the time of submittal.

RECEIVING THE CHECK 

Upon completion of installation and before the expiration date on the Reservation Notice, the applicant must 
submit a complete Incentive Claim Package to receive an incentive payment. The Incentive Claim Package must 
include the following documents which are available on the RenewableGenerations website. 

¶ Incentive Claim Form 

¶ A copy of itemized invoices for materials, equipment, and labor for total system costs. Invoices must show 
the services rendered by the C-2 or C-2(g) electrical contractor. 

¶ A copy of a satisfied building permit from a local jurisdiction showing permission to build a system and 
clearly indicating successful final inspection or a verification by a Nevada registered engineer noting 
compliance with all applicable state, county, and federal codes and ordinances. 

¶ A Voltage Verification Form filled out and signed by a C-2 or C-2(g) electrical contractor. 

¶ A Public Display Statement (Required for School and Public and Other Property applicants). 
 

If an Incentive Claim Package is incomplete, RenewableGenerations will request the necessary missing information. 
The applicant must submit this information within 20 days after receipt of the request to remain qualified for the 
incentive.  
 
The amount of the incentive will be calculated using the lesser of the AC kW output of the system as quantified in 
the Incentive Claim Package or the incentive payment amount stated in the Reservation Notice. 
 
Upon receipt of a complete Incentive Claim Package, NV Energy will send the Customer of Record a Net Metering 
Agreement to sign and return.  
 
Once NV Energy receives the signed Net Metering Agreement, NV Energy will conduct a final verification and set 
both the bidirectional and generation meters. The final verification ensures compliance with NV Energy net 
metering standards.  When the final verification is successful, RenewableGenerations will issue the incentive check 
within 30 days.

DEFINITIONS & TERMS 

Alternating Current (AC): The form in which electricity is delivered to residences and businesses. This is the type of electricity 
produced by the inverter and delivered to the home and the utility grid through the service panel. 
 
Applicant: Either the NV Energy Customer of Record or the individual designated by the Customer of Record. 
 
Confirmation Notice:  The notice sent by NV Energy to School and Public and Other Property applicants confirming the original 
Reservation Notice if the applicant meets the 90 and 180 timeline requirements. 
 
Contract: A contract qualifying for the SolarGenerations program must contain: 

a) Letter head of the Nevada Licensed Contractor 

b) Address of the Nevada Licensed contractor 

c) License number of the Nevada Licensed contractor 

d) License classification of the Nevada Licensed contractor 

e) Signature of the Nevada Licensed contractor 

f) Signature of the NV Energy Customer of Record 

g) The physical address of the installation 

h) The AC wattage of the system 

i) The manufacturer, model, and number of proposed panels 

j) The manufacturer, model, and number of proposed inverter(s) 

 
Customer of Record: The name of the customer on the NV Energy electric bill. 
 
Designated Applicant: An individual or entity who is designated by the NV Energy Customer of Record to apply to the 
RenewableGenerations incentive program on the Customer of Record’s behalf. 
 
Direct Current (DC): The electrical current produced by the generating system. Similar to the energy from a battery, this type of 
energy is not typically used in the home but must be converted to AC electricity by the inverter before being used in the home 
or returned to the grid. 
 
Disconnects (AC or DC): A breaker in a distribution panel or a fusible switch. Both may be required. NV Energy personnel must 
have access to the disconnect. 
 
Final Verification:  Verification conducted by NV Energy Meter Operations in order to verify compliance with NV Energy 
Standards.

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Generation Meter: A meter that measures the solar energy system’s production of kWh over time. This meter is provided by 
NV Energy. 
 
Grid: the distribution network of NV Energy. 
 
Incentive: Money paid for completing a qualifying renewable energy system in the RenewableGenerations program. 
 
Incentive Claim Package:  The collection of final documents submitted by an applicant in order to claim an incentive.  
 
Inverter: A device that converts DC current from a generating system into AC current for use at the property where the system 
is located. Only grid-interactive inverters are eligible for participation in the SolarGenerations program. This type of inverter 
operates in parallel with the grid only when the NV Energy grid is available. In event of a power outage, the system is designed 
to disconnect from the grid until NV Energy has restored power. This function is to provide protection for field personnel. 
 
Maximum Incentive:  The maximum incentive payment is the least of the following:  

1. The maximum wattage eligible for an incentive per meter for residential, small business, school, and public and other 
property installations; or 

2. The maximum incentive payment stated in the Reservation Notice; or 
3. The final calculation of AC wattage of the systems per the information contained in the Incentive Claim Package.    

 
Meter Set: The placement of a meter in the meter socket. This takes place after satisfactory final verification. 
 
Net Metering: The difference between the electricity produced by a generating system and the electricity purchased from NV 
Energy. The net meter measures this difference for the electric bill. 
 
Non-Profit Entity: See Public and Other Property. 
 
Owned, leased or occupied: Any real property, building or facilities which are owned, leased or occupied under a deed, lease, 
contract, license, permit, grant, patent or any other type of legal authorization. 
 
Participant: A person who has been selected to participate in the SolarGenerations program. 
 
Portfolio Energy Credit (PEC): A measured unit that represents one kilowatt hour (kWh) of renewable energy. Formerly called 
Renewable Energy Credit (REC). 
  
Program year: July 1 to June 30. 
 
Public and Other Property: Any real property, building or facilities which are owned, leased or occupied by:  

a) A public entity;  
b) A nonprofit organization that is recognized as exempt from taxation pursuant to section 501(c)(3) of the Internal 

Revenue Code, 26 U.S.C. § 501(c)(3), as amended; or  
c) A corporation for public benefit as defined in NRS 82.021. 

The term includes, without limitation, any real property, building or facilities which are owned, leased or occupied by: 
a) A church; or  
b) A benevolent, fraternal or charitable lodge, society or association. 

The term does not include school property. 
 
Public Entity: A department, agency or instrumentality of the State or any of its political subdivisions. 
 
Public Property: Any real property, building or facilities owned, leased or occupied by: 

1. A department, agency or instrumentality of the State or any of its political subdivisions which is used for the 
transaction of public or quasi-public business; or 

2. A nonprofit organization that is recognized as exempt from taxation pursuant to section 501(c)(3) of the Internal 
Revenue Code, 26 U.S.C. § 501(c)(3), as amended, or a corporation for public benefit as defined in NRS 82.021. 

 
Request for Proposal: A formal written statement which sets forth the requirements and specifications of a contract to be 
awarded by competitive selection

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Reservation Notice: The notice sent to applicants for whom NV Energy has made n incentive reservation. 
 
Revenue Meter: The meter installed by NV Energy that measures the electricity used by the customer from the grid and the 
amount of electricity that the customer’s renewable energy system sends back to the grid. 
 
School Property: Any real property, building or facilities owned, leased or occupied by: 

1. A public school as defined in NRS 385.007; 
2. A private school as defined in NRS 394.103; or 
3. An institution of higher education. 

 
Small Business: A business conducted for profit which employs 500 or fewer full-time or part-time employees. 
 
Step:  The capacity and incentive value corresponding to a program year. 
 
System Owner:  The owner of the generating system at the time the incentive is paid. 
 
Third Party System Owner: An owner of a generating system who is not the NV Energy Customer of Record. 
 
Utility: NV Energy 
 
Utility Interconnection: The physical connection between the NV Energy grid and the customer generation. An Interconnection 
Agreement (or a Net Metering Agreement) is needed for a customer to have on-site electric generation connected to the NV 
Energy grid. 
 
Watt:  The basic unit of measure of electric power. One-thousand Watts is equal to one kilowatt (kW). One million Watts is 
equal to one megawatt (MW). A kilowatt hour (kWh) is the unit by which residential and most business customers are billed for 
monthly electric usage. One kWh represents the use of one kilowatt of electricity for one hour.
