1 $31,920 
2 $43,280 
3 $54,640 
4 $66,000 
5 $77,360 
6 $88,720 
7 $100,080 
8 $111,440 

Each Additional +$11,360 

• Age 62 or older on or before the event date. 
• Have a past due utility bill. The utility bill must be in the name and 

service address of the applicant requesting assistance. 
• Meet the income eligibility guidelines in the chart below. 
• Eligible applicants can access up to $300 in assistance once every 

12 months for essential utilities such as electricity, gas, water, trash, 
propane, and sewer. 

Please Bring the Following 
1. Nevada Driver’s License or Nevada State ID 
2. Copy of current past due utility bill (the address on the ID must match 

the address on the utility bill). 
3. Proof of recent income or pending income. 

Examples include the following: 
• Social Security Statement found at www.ssa.gov/myaccount 

Note: The Social Security Administration will NOT be on-site at
the Senior Expos. Please plan to bring all appropriate documents. 

• Letter from your employer on current letterhead 
• Current bank statement showing recent deposit activity 
• Current income tax records 
• Paycheck stub 
• Proof of enrollment in SNAP and/or Medicaid 

Important Conditions 
• If you have an unpaid balance after receiving utility assistance at this 

event, you must make a payment arrangement on the unpaid balance. 
• The utility assistance awarded at this event cannot be used to pay 

a closed or transferred account, deposits, returned check fees, or 
charges. The utility assistance funds cannot be used to pay for meter 
damage charges, fraudulent usage fees, or final bills. 

• Southwest Gas customers may also be eligible for Energy Share 
assistance (up to $250). 

• The maximum amount of Project REACH assistance at this event is 
up to $300 applied to ONE utility bill per household based on your 
total amount due.
