Common Red Flags

A Contractor may not be on the
level when:

* You can’t verify the
contractor’s name, address,
telephone number or credentials.

* You can’t verify that the
contractor is licensed, insured
and/or bonded.

* The contractor won't give you
references.

* The contractor asks you to
obtain the building permits.

* You are asked to put down a
large down payment up front, or
pay the entire price of the job
before work is started.

* If you believe the contractor you hired is not
performing up to the Workmanship Standards
in Nevada, you may file a formal complaint
with the Nevada State Contractors Board.

The Contractor’s License

Contracting without a
license in Nevada is against the
law. The first offense is a
Misdemeanor, the second
offense a Gross Misdemeanor
and the third offense a
Class E Felony.

Each person or corporation
submitting a bid or contract for
construction work must have a
Nevada contractor’s license in
the appropriate license
classification.

Contractors Board, or go online
to verify whether a contractor is
licensed and in good standing.
