
 

 
  

City of Las Vegas Benefits 
from NV GreenEnergy Rider 
Low-cost Renewable Energy Available for 
Greening Up Large and Qualified Customers 

All NV Energy customers are currently being served by 
a variety of solar, geothermal, wind and other forms of 
renewable energy. However, for various business and 
environmental stewardship reasons, a growing number 
of large customers are willing to pay an additional 
renewable energy rate for the benefit of receiving more of 
their energy or all of their energy from renewable energy 
resources.
